The September 2008 Painting Workshop in 
Tuscany combines an opportunity to be 
inspired by some of Italy’s greatest 
Renaissance art with the serenity of painting 
in rural Italy. We will meet in Florence and 
spend two nights at a hotel in the cultural 
heart of the city. We will tour historic sites 
and museums in Florence, including the 
renaissance art of the Uffizi. Then we will set 
out for a medieval village in Tuscany. We 
will stay at an estate in a farmhouse on a hill 
surrounded by cypress trees, vineyards and 
olive groves. We will paint the grounds that 
overlook the countryside and take day trips 
to Siena, San Gimignano, and the Chianti 
Hills. The trip includes five painting 
workshops with Teresa Smith, nationally 
recognized watercolor artist. For those 
interested in deepening their knowledge of 
wine production, we will also have a guided 
tour of the estate’s historical buildings, 
cellars and the barriques, complete with 
wine tastings.
